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The aim of this study was to determine the teaching to giving understanding of the concept of worship and religious activities of Madrasah students in urban and rural areas. The differences in understanding the concept of worship and religious activities between both urban and rural Madrasah area was in measure. The research used by mixed method. The quantitative approach was used test, descriptive survey, meanwhile qualitative using deep interview. The analysis uses the statistic descriptive and independent sample t test. Sample in this study consisted of 219 students from both urban and rural Madrasah schools' areas. The results of this study were that students ‘understanding of the concept of worship competence both in urban and rural schools’ areas tends to get good categories. The religious activities of competences both in urban and rural schools' areas tend to get good categories. It was not differences in understanding the concept of worship and religious activities of Madrasah students in urban and rural areas. Furthermore, understanding the concept of student worship has an influence on the religious activities of Madrasah students. Research conducted by researchers is useful to provide an understanding of the importance of understanding the concept of worship. 
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INTRODUCTION
Religious behavior is a pattern of belief shown by someone on one's abilities, actions and habits both physically, spiritually, emotionally, and socially (Bahiroh & Suud, 2020). Religious behavior is the highest belief in what is believed (Darmaji, Astalini, Kurniawan, & Perdana, 2019). Religious behavior is behavior based on an awareness of religious activities. Religious behavior is defined as the extent of knowledge, how sturdy the beliefs are, how often the implementation of worship and rules and how deep appreciation of the religion they profess. Religious behavior is shown by performing daily worship, praying, and reading the holy book (Warsito, et. al, 2020). Religious behavior is a lot or at least a person's belief in God, belief in God's existence proves that a person has religious beliefs, is compelled to carry out commands in religion, behaves morally according to religious guidance, and other religious activities (Ariadi, Quddus & Asyari, 2020).

Islamic religious behavior in proponent with the existence of Islamic religious education in schools (Ghazali, & Hasanah, 2020). As in Madrasah Tsanawiyah schools that have religious activities that are preferred (Cahyo, at al, 2019). Islamic education is defined as a conscious effort to prepare students in believing, understanding, living, and practicing Islam through activities, guidance, teaching and or training (Anatolevna Fenvesh, et. al, 2019). The purpose of implementing Islamic Religious Education learning in schools is to foster and enhance the faith and devotion to Allah (Amin, 2017).  Thus the implementation of Religious Education in schools is expected to be able to produce students who truly have strong faith and high devotion based on noble morality so that it can be implemented in daily life (Jubba, et. al, 2020; Kurniawan, Chan, Nugroho, Pratama, & Septiasari, 2019).

Religious behavior or religious behavior is a statement or expression of human mental life that can be measured, calculated and studied which is realized in the form of words, actions or physical actions related to the experience of Islamic religious teachings (Hamzah & Yudiawan, 2020; Radianto & Laturette, 2020). The forms of religious social behavior include active in religious organizations, where in the discussion in this study concerning adolescents (Kurniawan, Perdana & Kurniasari, 2018; Kurniawan, Sholihah & Perdana, 2019). Islamic religion teaches complementarity, sharing in life, and alleviating fellow burdens (Ismail, et. al, 2020; Syahrial, Asrial, Kurniawan, Nugroho, Septiasari, Pratama & Perdana, 2019). Changes in individual behavior occur with age, habitual training, experience gained both from the individual and the environment, so that individuals will form a strong attitude to explore the teachings of religion in him (Isnurhadi, et. al, 2020). In Islam the religious behavior that must be done include prayer, zakat, fasting, pilgrimage, helping others who are in distress and many more which if mentioned here will not be mentioned all. The values of religious teachings in a child's life will have a positive influence on the child's character (Yusef Waghid & Paul Smeyers, 2014; Khoirul Anwar, et. al, 2020). In the education of religious teachings. In achieving religious behavior that is good and right, it is necessary to understand the concept of true worship as well.

The focus of this research is on religious activities and understanding the concept of worship in schools for Madrasah Tsanawiyah students in schools. So the research question is, does worship behavior correlate with the understanding of the concept of worship? So the purpose of this study;Mengetahui aktifitas keagamaan siswa Madrasah Tsanawiyah di urban area;

1. Knowing the religious activities of Madrasah Tsanawiyah students in rural areas

2. Knowing the understanding of the concept of worship of Madrasah Tsanawiyah students in urban areas

3. Knowing the understanding of the concept of worship of Madrasah Tsanawiyah students in rural areas

4. Know the difference between the concept of worship in urban and rural areas

5. Knowing the different understanding of the concept of worship in urban and rural areas
METHOD
The study used a mixed method-explanatory approach. Qualitative data is taken after quantitative data (Cresswel, 2012). The sample of this study consisted of students in Madrasah Tsanawiyah schools. The sampling technique used was purposive sampling (Field, Miles & Field, 2018).  Purposive sampling is a sampling method in which researchers provide their own criteria for their samples (Ary, Jacobs, Sorensen & Razavieh, 2010), (cohen, 2007). In this study, students was found that teachers consisted of 4 Madrasah Tsanawiyah school Bengkulu Province, consisting of 116 students in urban Madrasah Tsanawiyah schools and 103 students in rural schools. 

The research sample was taken using a total sampling technique. This sample was taken from Madrasah Tsanawiyah students.

This study consists of five observation instruments, five test instruments and and 1 interview guide. observation instruments for religious behavior and test for understanding of the concept of worship, and an interview guide for strengthening the data for religious behavior and understanding of the concept of worship. The process skills observation sheet consists of 40 items. The X1 indicator 5 items; X2 is five items; X3 is five items; X4 is five items; X5 is five items. All items use a scale of 1- 4. While understanding the concept of worship consists of Y1 for five items; Y2 consist five items; Y3 consist five items; Y4 consist five items; Y5 consist five items. All items use a score scale of poor, fair, good, excellent. The understanding of the concept of worship test has been empirically tested, in order to obtain information regarding the validity and reliability, which was 0.70 and 0.91 respectively.
The descriptive and inferential statistical data was analizing. Descriptive statistics are describing the conditions of the data and present it in the form of tables. Quantitative approaches describe the analyze descriptive, correlation, and independent sample t-tests. Descriptive statistics are describing the conditions of the data and present it in the form of tables. Descriptive statistical data used are frequency, mean, minimum, maximum. Independent sample t-test to determine differences in religious behavior and understanding of the concept of worship of Madrasah Tsanawiyah students between urban and rural areas. The data collection procedure can be seen in Figure 1

Students' understanding of the concept of worship in urban and rural Madrasah Tsanawiyah
Religious behavior is explained based on Madrasah Tsanawiyah in urban and rural areas. Table 3 explains the understanding of the concept of worship of Madrasah Tsanawiyah students in urban and rural areas. The table explains the categories of students' concept of worship understanding.

Table 2 shows that the mean score of understanding the concept of worship of students in urban areas is quite similar. In understanding the concept of worship students performed better in humanitarian aspects (M = 3.55). understanding of the concept of worship of students in rural gained the high score on the ablution guide (M = 3.48). Generally urban and rural were good categories in prayer guidelines, Guidelines for reading the Qur'an, accustomed to performing fasting.

Students' religious behaviour in urban and rural Madrasah Tsanawiyah
Religious behavior is explained based on Madrasah Tsanawiyah in urban and rural areas. Table 4 explains the religious behavior of Madrasah Tsanawiyah students in urban and rural areas. The table explains the categories of students' religious behavior.

Table 4 shows that the mean score of religious activities of students in urban areas is quite similar. Students' religious activities performed better in wudu aspect (M = 15.64). Religious activity of Students in rural gained the high score on establishing prayer (M = 14.42). Generally urban and rural were good categories in practicing the contents of the Qur'an, fasting, interaction with friends.

Differences in Madrasah Tsanawiyah Students' understanding of the concept of worship based on urban and rural areas

To find out whether there is a difference between students based on urban and rural Madrasah Tsanawiyah areas, an independent sample t-test was used. Table 5 shows the difference between Madrasah Tsanawiyah students' understanding of the concept of worship based on urban and rural areas.

The table 5 show there are differences among students 'understanding of the concept of worship competence based on their schools' area (t (111) = 11,764, p <0.01)), where teachers who are understanding the concept of worship in rural schools 'area (M = 3,336, SD = 0.27016) tent to provide higher understanding of the concept of worship competence than students who are schooling in urban schools' area (M = 3.218, SD = 0.16221).

Differences in Madrasah Tsanawiyah Students' religious behavior based on urban and rural areas

To find out whether there is a difference between students based on urban and rural Madrasah Tsanawiyah areas, an independent sample t-test was used. Table 6 shows the difference between Madrasah Tsanawiyah students' religious behavior based on urban and rural areas.

Based on the Table 6, the results show if there are differences among students' religious behavior based on their schools' area (t (111) = 15,056, p <0.01)), where teachers who are teaching in urban schools' areas (M = 15,056, SD = 0.16960) tent to provide higher socio-cultural competence than students who are schooling in rural schools' areas (M = 14,996, SD = 0.18142).
Habit of worship can be applied to students, however, this financing requires that the process is not directly carried out properly and perfectly. The process of habituation carried out by children is that which starts from imitating. From this process students will get used to implementing a habit that has been applied. This happens because the habit is a behavior that is automatic without planned, spontaneity without thinking long (Gokhan Bacik & Umit Kurt, 2011; Darmaji, et. al, 2019). Religious behavior within the scope of Madrasah Tsanawiyah schools. These habits and exercises make students more likely to do good and leave the less good. So the habit of worship cannot be directly applied through a process (Syahrial, et al., 2019). Understanding the concept of student worship can also be seen from the results of the interview. Student interviews in urban and rural areas are slightly different. 

Student P: "I have used this worship activity since I was a child, .. I learned from my Koran teacher, starting from ablution, prayer, reading Al Qur'an, fasting worship"

Student D: "I study more with my Koran teacher, because my parents facilitate it well"

Student Q: "Yes..important, ablution cleanses itself from hadast and small sins ... reading the Qur'an relaxes the soul ..."

Student O: "Fasting can increase social sensitivity to the poor and needy"

Student C: "Islam teaches tolerance, mutual need" ... "by helping others, then I believe that Allah will help me in my difficult situation"

From the excerpts of the way students in urban areas indicate that students tend to understand the concept of worship in general (Gokhan Bacik & Umit Kurt, 2011) (Kurniawan, Astalini, Darmaji & Melsayanti, 2019). If students are accustomed to worship then it is likely to have good religious activities as well (Santi Rozario, 2012). Habit is an act that is repeated continuously so that it is easy to do for someone. Furthermore, if seen from the religious activities of Madrasah Tsanawiyah students in urban areas as follows;

Student H: "yes, thank God I am accustomed to doing ablution"

Student F: "Here we are facilitated by the teacher and our school can use breaks to pray, read the Qur'an"

Student C: "... accustomed to doing social service"

From the results of the interview excerpt above, students get facilities at school to carry out religious activities. This, proves that students have a good understanding of the concept of worship will have a good impact on religious activities (Rozita Ibrahim, 2007) (Asrial, Syahrial, Kurniawan, Subandiyo & Amalina, 2019). In the practice of worship habits can be done by parents if the child is in the family environment and when students are in school, the implementation is accompanied by his teacher (Gunn, 2014) (Darmaji, Kurniawan & Irdianti, 2019). Islam emphasizes all Muslims to order their children to worship when they are still young (Elmira Muratova, 2009) (Bulat Akhmetkarimov, 2019; Sulaiman, Yusnaini, Syabuddin, Jabaliah & Masrizal, 2020)

The development of religion in students, especially elementary school age students occurs through the experience (habituation) of life since childhood, in the family, school, and in the community (Lukens-Bull, 2001). The more experience (habituation) that is religious in nature, the attitudes, actions, behavior and ways of living life will be in accordance with the teachings of religion. In fostering religion in students it is very necessary habituation and practice (Memon, Chown & Alkouatli, 2020) (Siregar, Mardianto & Ahkas, 2020). Religious exercises involving worship such as prayer, prayer, reading the Qur'an (memorizing verses or short letters), praying in congregation at the mosque, at school must be accustomed since childhood so that, in him will grow happy in carrying out worship (Iskandar Dzulkurnain, Sunardi, Siswandari & Asrowi, 2020). The following are excerpts from the results of an interview understanding the concept of worship, as follows;

Student FE: "... I can do it. Because from childhood I studied at the mosque, and when at home my parents always taught me to help one another "

Student AS: "I learned ablution since 6 years, with my friends in surau (mosque). I learned prayer ... and started to try fasting when I was 8 years old. "

Student LK: "the same as elementary school, my friend learned to read the Qur'an since childhood"

From the results of the interview above it can be concluded that students understand the concept of worship well, students learn since childhood (Panjwani, 2012) (Astalini, Kurniawan, Sulistiyo, Perdana & Susbiyanto, 2019). Understanding the concept of worship is an important thing that students must have from childhood (Ben, Laksana, & Bronwyn E Wood, 2018). This correlates with the religious activities of students in rural areas.

Student ER: "I always invite my friends to pray on time at the mosque"

Student DG: "We always make it a habit to worship in congregation, our teachers also always support religious activities, such as chanting on Friday, Duha prayer"

Student WA: "The faucet in front of the class makes it easy for us to perform wudoo"

The religious activities of Madrasah Tsanawiyah students in rural areas are good. The role and support of schools makes it easy for students to engage in religious activities (Florian Pohl, 2011) (Maison, et al., 2020). From the results of the interview students in urban and rural areas do not have differences in terms of understanding and worship activities. The formation of religious behavior in children can be formed through imitation or modeling from the teacher. Student behavior can be easily formed through imitation and observational learning (Hisham, Shayma Almoty, Fiona & Maram, 2016) (Astalini, et. al, 2020). The picture of the success of schools in shaping Islamic religious behavior in children can be illustrated in the increase in interested ones who register at the school in question (Adeel Ahmed, Mohd Anuar Arshad, Arshad Mahmood & Sohail Akhtar, 2019). Schools will have a very big influence on children. The environment around the school also needs to be studied, the good relations established between the school and the community can also provide a sense of security and comfort for children (Fatimah, Sutama & Aly, 2020; Tatjana Schnell, 2015; Darmaji, et. al, 2020). The relationship between the school and the community is a communication process to increase the understanding of the community around the school about needs and practices, as well as to encourage interest and cooperation in efforts to improve schools, because the communication is a two-way path, namely between the school and the community, and vice versa between community with schools (Fathoni Rodli, et. al. 2020; Warsito, et al., 2020).
Discussion of research on the formation of Islamic religious behavior in children can benefit all aspects of child development and is related to many scientific disciplines (David Weir, 2012). The following studies of other disciplines that can be linked to the formation of Islamic religious behavior in children (Leiliyanti, Irawaty & Diyantari, 2020), (Astalini, et. al, 2020). The implementation of worship is a living arrangement of a Muslim, whether through prayer, annual dietary arrangements through fasting, responsible socio-economic life arrangements of Muslims through zakat, regulation or livelihood of the integrity of all Muslims in the bonding of social feelings through the pilgrimage (Christopher Richardson, Lalita Sinha & Md. Salleh Yaapar, 2014), (Amin, 2017).

CONCLUSION
The researcher came to the conclusion that students in urban and rural have no difference in understanding the concept of worship and religious activities. The results of this study were that students ‘understanding of the concept of worship competence both in urban and rural schools’ areas tends to get good categories. The religious activities of competences both in urban and rural schools' areas tend to get good categories. It was not differences in understanding the concept of worship and religious activities of Madrasah students in urban and rural areas. Understanding the concept of worship is very possible to give effect to the religious activities of students while at school. This has implications for the lives of Madrasah Tsanawiyah students with a good Islamic religion, and having regularity in religion and life.
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
